ACE Business Director Named
Cynthia D. (Jerome) Allen has been hired by U.S. Customs and Border Protection (CBP) to be the new ACE Business Director under Daniel Baldwin, Assistant Commissioner, Office of International Trade (OT). ACE Business Rules and Process Document

OT has revised the trade ACE Business Rules and Process Document, (version 2.2).   A list of updates has been added at the end of the document to assist with finding the most recent revisions.  In addition to the ACE Business Rules and Process Document, CBP has made the following supporting documents available to the trade:  

· ACE Entry Summary Instructions Version 2.0 – entry summary field descriptions and data requirements.

· CBP Form 7501 TEST – transmittal form to be used during the ACE “test” to submit paper documents to CBP upon request.

· ACE Entry Summary Rejection Response – may be used by the trade to respond to a CBP initiated electronic entry summary rejection.

Change to Authorized Data Extract Reports 

The number of rows available when running an Authorized Data Extract report increased from 1,000,000 to 2,000,000 rows effective August 1, 2010.  The data is returned in a raw data format and will need to be saved in an “Excel” or “CSV” format for data manipulation.  An Authorized Data Extract report should be used when the data requested in one report exceeds the current data quantity limitation of 65,000 rows.  Remember only the Trade Account Owner or the Proxy Trade Account Owner can schedule the Authorized Data Extract reports.  Authorized Data Extracts will be returned to your “inbox.” Don’t forget to change the “Create Date Begin” and “Create Date End” which defaults to 01/01/2006 – 01/01/2007 before scheduling the extract.   Extracts of 1,000,000 rows or larger should be opened during non-peak hours for maximum performance.  

Recent ACE Updates 

Periodic Monthly Statement User Guide
Updated information regarding Periodic Monthly Statement has been posted to CBP.gov for the trade. ISF (“10 + 2”) ABI Enhancements Deployed on July 21, 2010
On May 19, 2010, CBP issued CSMS#10-000125, announcing modifications to the cargo manifest status query for Importer Security Filing (ISF) filers.  The modifications were made to improve the ability of ABI filers to determine the proper bill of lading type for 

purposes of ISF.  CBP announced these changes would be effective 60 days from the date of issuance of the CSMS message (that is, July 21, 2010).  These modifications are now in effect.  A list of the changes is as follows: 
1. Record Identifier R1 (Input)
a. Position 70 will now include a Request for Related BOL Indicator. Please refer to the description and Note 3 for further explanation.

2.  Record Identifier R4 (Output)
a. Position 72 will now include a Bill of Lading Type, which will be described as a   regular, master, or house bill of lading. 
b. Position 73 will now include the Importer Security Filing Indicator, which provides a Y when the ISF is on file and an N when the ISF is not on file. 
c. Position 74 will now include the Mode of Transportation Code, which may be Ocean, Rail, or Truck.

10 + 2 Additional ISF Disposition Codes
On July 16, 2010, CBP issued CSMS #10-000169 announcing new disposition codes for ISF.  CBP announced these changes would be effective 60 days from the date of issuance of the CSMS message.  As such, these changes will be effective September 15, 2010.  The dispositions codes will be returned in the ANSI X12 350 Set X4 Segment X407 Element and in the CAMIR RC Set R02 record position 16-17.  Refer to the CAMIR Appendix D for valid codes.

Entry Summary (ES) Compliance reports are returning only minimal data and do not accurately reflect all team reviews.  CBP continues to work on issues with ES Compliance reports including identifying a new source of data for the impacted reports.  CBP will update the ACE Portal News tab when additional information becomes available.

Looking Ahead to Post Summary Corrections
Post Summary Corrections will allow the filer to make corrections to an ACE entry summary prior to liquidation.  The post summary correction ABI transaction will replace the entire existing entry summary as a new version of the entry summary on file with CBP.  Trade participants will be able to submit post summary corrections (PSCs) for an existing ACE type 01 and 03 entry summary.  Type 11, informal entries are NOT eligible 
for post summary corrections.  PSC will replace the existing Post Entry Amendment (PEA) hardcopy process for ACE entry summaries.  PSCs will be processed through all existing validations including Census warnings.  Liquidation will be automatically unset for PSCs so they can be processed.
The following data elements will NOT be changeable via a PSC:

· Importer of record
· Consolidated summary indicator

· District/port of entry

· Cargo release certification request indicator (including Department of Transportation (DOT) grouping. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) grouping and Participating Government Agency (PGA) grouping.)

· Live entry indicator

· NAFTA indicator

· Reconciliation issue code

· Preliminary statement print date

· Periodic statement month

· Statement client branch identifier

· Location of goods

· Any release detail (release entry filer code, release entry number)

Attention Truck Carriers





Currently, filing an electronic manifest is not mandatory when a trip consists solely of Instruments of International Trade (IIT’s), (that is, no shipments).   ACE e-Manifest does support the ability to create a manifest, report a conveyance and/or equipment, and make a declaration that IITs are present in the conveyance or equipment.  If you choose not to file an electronic manifest for a trip which consists solely of IIT’s, the driver must submit a Customs Form 7533 (Inward Cargo Manifest) stating the appropriate CFR citation.  Carriers are encouraged however to utilize the current ACE functionality to prepare for future policy changes.














Discontinuance of USE of Unknown Manufacturer ID Number (MID)


�CBP is discontinuing the use of the unknown Manufacturer Identification Number (MID) as data to report the manufacturer (or supplier).
