Notice to U.S. Customs and Border Protection Headquarters, Port Directors, Department of Commerce District Offices, U.S. Principal Parties in Interest, Freight Forwarders, Authorized Agents, Exporting Carriers, and All Others Concerned

The U.S. Census Bureau has issued the final rule implementing modifications to Title 15, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 30, Foreign Trade Regulations (FTR).  This rule was published in the Federal Register on March 14, 2013.  Effective January 8, 2014, the Census Bureau is requiring mandatory filing of export information for all shipments of used self-propelled vehicles and temporary exports regardless of value or country of destination.  Also, filers should be aware of the new definitions for household goods, and port of export as well as split shipments which now apply to all modes of transportation, not just air.   Census is providing the trade 300 days to implement these new requirements.   

Additionally, the Census Bureau and CBP have agreed to continue the moratorium on accepting new applications for post-departure filing, pending the development of a revised post-departure reporting program.  For current post-departure filers, the filing timeframe has changed from ten (10) calendar days to five (5) calendar days. Finally, the Census Bureau made remedial changes to the FTR to improve clarity and to correct errors.  It is important that you know these new requirements so that the impact on trade is minimized.
The Census Bureau has instructed filers of export information to make every effort to adhere to the new export requirements.  During the 300 days implementation phase, the Census Bureau will use “informed compliance” to outreach to filers identified in violation of the FTR.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
