On January 15, 2014, CSMS Message Number 14-000033 was issued to provide notice of the ten team codes assigned to each of the ten Centers of Excellence and Expertise (Centers). The team numbers assigned to the Petroleum Center are 006, 016, 026, 036, 046, 056, 066, 076, 086 and 096. In order to maintain uniformity amongst all Centers, the Petroleum Center will utilize team numbers 006, 016 and 026 for participating Center accounts (i.e., accounts that volunteered to participate in the Center under the Federal Register Notice and are required to provide virtual submission of documents to the Center). The remaining Petroleum Center team codes will be used to identify when port import specialist teams and corresponding industry workload have transitioned to the Petroleum Center.

On January 20, 2015, CSMS Message Number 15-000040 was issued to provide notice of Delegation Order Number 14-004, which delegates all authorities provided for in Title 19, Code of Federal Regulations that are vested in Port Directors to Directors Centers of Excellence and Expertise (Center Directors). CSMS 15-000040 further provides that effective January 28, 2015, the Petroleum Center will assume trade authority for post-release trade processes of entry summaries in certain ports.

BACKGROUND:

The Petroleum, Natural Gas and Minerals Center of Excellence and Expertise (CEE) initiated operations in September 2012, handling post-release functions for those importers who voluntarily applied to participate in the CEE via the Federal Register Notice (FRN) test process.  

On January 20, 2015, CSMS issuance #15-000040 advised the trade community that three CEEs (Petroleum, Natural Gas and Minerals; Electronics; and the Pharmaceuticals, Health & Chemicals CEEs) will further expand operations and assume trade authority for post-release trade processes for their respective industry tariff lines for certain Ports of Entry.

CURRENT STATUS:

On January 28, 2015, the Petroleum CEE will assume trade authority for post-release documentation involving HTSUS Chapters 26, 27 and HTSUS Heading 3826 filed at the Area/Service Ports listed on the table below.  The team numbers listed on this table will designate those entry summaries and corresponding post-release workload that will be handled by Petroleum CEE employees.

Entry summary filing procedures and document submission processes will remain the same for brokers and importers.  CBP will consolidate post-release processing to provide an increased level of uniformity and certainty.

The Center Director will have full authority for trade decisions for the respective industry tariff lines.
